The scholastic term 1961-62 marked a significant mile-post in the history of teacher education
in Nova Scotia. We moved into a beautiful new academic building on a new campus and the
name of the institution was changed from Normal College to Teachers College, a name which
describes more accurately the particular function of the College. Even more important than
either of these innovations, however, were two important developments, namely, the raising of
entrance requirements to teacher-training in the province and the inauguaration of a two-year
training period as a preparation for teaching. These changes were motivated by the need to
improve the quality of those admitted to teacher-training and to send out from the College a
better-educated body of beginning teachers. Only teachers with a wide professional and aca-
demic background can meet the challenges that will confront the classroom feacher in a rapidly
changing and advancing society. The new program at the Teachers College is designed to meet
this need.

In a world characterized by momentous advances in science and technology; in a world
where age-old ideals and virtues are frequently questioned; in a world where materialism often
receives more emphasis than the eternal and the spiritual, the teacher can and must play a sig-
nificant role in helping to maintain and strengthen those values which have been long cherished
by our western civilization and at the same time be cognizant of and promulgate those elements
in modern discoveries which will redound to the good and the welfare of humanity everywhere.
This will mean the acquiring of attitudes that are healthy and wholesome regarding ourselves and
our neighbours and, as teachers, of providing in our classrooms the environment and the atmos-
phere where worthy attitudes may be developed in our pupils. During the year just closing it
has been the conscious endeavour of the staff of Teachers College to provide such an environment
for our student-teachers and we trust we have been successful in this regard, for proper attitudes
are the most important products of education.

The Teachers College faculty joins me in wishing for all of you a happy life of service in the
great work of teaching and the great privilege that is yours of guiding the children of Nova Scotia
in your classrooms.
