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To this man, who has influenced education
so much in the past, in the present, and who
undoubtedly will continue to do so in the future,
we dedicate this book. It is he who has
been responsible for the education of thou-
sands of teachers, and he who has moder-
nized the whole programme of teacher
training in the Province of Nova Scotia.

This modernization of the teacher training
programme, is perhaps Dr. McCarthy’s
greatest accomplishment and it is upon this
that 1 wish to elaborate.

As of four years ago, the old Normal Col-
lege became a thing of the past. In its stead,
stands the brand new Teachers’ College
on Arthur Street in Truro, To Forrester
Hall, the first building to be erected on the
Teachers’ College grounds, has been added
several new additions, namely agymnasium-
auditorium, and most recently, a combined
i.adies’ Residence and cafeteria. Perhapsthe
most important contribution by Dr, McCarthy,
was the initiation of the two year course with
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university recognized credits: The latter has
greatly improved the gquality and quantity of
Teachers’ College graduates,

These changes have all taken place inside
of a few years, and basically, they are the
results of this one man’sefforts and planning.

PRINCIPAL'S MESSAGE

Teachers are fortunate people; they have the very
great privilege of working with our most important
and most precious human resources -~ the children
of our country, Teachers have the opportunity, if they
understand their responsibilities, of helping to moutd
the minds of those whom they teach to acquire good
habits of work and thought and to become imbued
with lofty ideas and ideals. Teachers experience in-
ward satisfactions as they see those under their
charge grow, develop and flower in mind and know-
ledge to become worthy citizens of society. Many an
unknown and unheralded teacher, perhaps in an ele-
mentary school, has been the person who lit the
spark in some child that motivated him to go on to
great accomplishment. The satisfactions that cometo
real teachers cannot be experienced if the teacher
considers teaching only as a job -- a way to earn a
living. Teaching is a vocation requiring personswho
are dedicated and zealous to give service to others,

From what has been said above, it follows
that the true teacher must have a philosophy
of life and a philosophy of education which
provides a basis for his or her teaching pro-
cedures. Of course the teacher must teach
the skills of reading, writing, spelling and
computing and teach the knowledges as-
sociated with literature, history, science and
other areas of knowledge; but these of them-~
selves do not constitute the most important
part of the work of the teacher or of the
school. The good teacher and the good school
provide an environment in which wholesome
attitudes are acquired. Attitudes refer to the
ways we feel about things. Good attitudes are
such things as respect for each individual as
2 human personality, respect for the rights
of others, tolerance of persons and the
opinions of others which may differ from our
own. In short, good attitudes embrace what is
commonly known as the “Golden Rule”.

Attitudes cannot be taught -- they must be
acquired in an atmosphere where good at-
titudes permeate the environment. The
teacher’s job is to create such an environ-
ment where mutual respect for all exists. In
such an environment the teacher provides a
good learning situation and the products of
such a classroom environment will be the
good citizens of tomorrow.

The Teachers’ College, in preparing you
for your work as teachers, has attempted to
provide the atmosphere in which worthy at-
titudes are acquired and it is the hope of the
Teachers’ College staff that its graduates
have become innoculated with this philosophy
and that they will earry it into the class-
rooms in which they teach. I am confident
that each member of the graduating class of
1965 will make his or her contribution to
teaching in the light of the philosophy I have
attempted to outline in this forward.

The staff of the Teachers’ College join
with me in extending to the class of 1965
best wishes for success and happiness in
teaching.

The most obvious change in this year’s
book, is its outward appearance -- the
cover, This design was selected from a
variety of samples and the final decisionwas

the result of the careful weighing of all pros
and cons. We hope that you approve of our
choice, because the final decision was not
an easy one.

1t would be wrong of me to misleadyou in-
to thinking that we believe this is a better
cover than the padded style of previous
years.

What we do believe, however,
is that in the interest of making the book
more attractive when considered as a whole,
it was wise and practical to sacrifice the
more expensive cover for one more within
our budget. Only through this sacrifice, were
we able to obtain the services of the pro-
fegsional photographer and to make several
other improvements. The use of this ex-
pensive cover in previous years, is similar
to putting a mahogany door on a woodshed,
In other words, it is not practical when you
take into consideration the validity of the
need for more imporrant changes.
