Mr. Clifford R. Dunphy was born in Arichat, Richmond Co. and after high
school entered the Provincial Normal College at Truro. He was awarded his B, A.
from Mount Allison University and his M. A. by Columbia University. His varied
experience in teaching included four years at Port Hawkesbury as teacher and
principal, two years at the Halifax School for the Blind, six years as Principal
at Canso, and two and a half years as teacher at Pictou Academy.

In 1945, after five years of military service in Canada and Overseas, he
came to the Provincial Normal College to teach Social Studies and assumed re-
sponsibility for the practice teaching program. From 1966 to 1969 he served as
acting Principal of the Teachers' College and since 1969 has been Vice-Principal.

The full extent of Mr. Dunphy's contribution to the development of the
Teachers' Collegeandthe causeof education in the province can perhaps be best
appreciated by the hundreds of Teacher College students and faculty who cannot
visit a school anywhere in Nova Scotia without being asked about Mr. Dunphy.
Even in the most unexpected places-a city bus in Halifax-the dayliner to Sydney-
a conference at Tatamagouche, the mere mention of Teachers' College will often
elicit an inquiry about Mr. Dunphy or some cordial personal reminiscence. Every-
one has come to regard him as an integral part of the province's educational system,
and his retirement will be regretted at every level.

On the other hand, we are glad that he enters upon his retirement so
hale and hearty and wish him many years of thoroughly earned health and hap-
piness.
