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Dr. A. George Maclntosh
In Memoriam

The students and staff of the Nova Scotia Teachers College were shocked by the sudden death
of their principal, Dr. A. George Macintosh, on December 5, 1981.

Those who worked closely with Dr. Maclntosh know that he invariably put student interests first.
His home and family were open to students; he greeted them warmly in the halls of the institution,
and he enjoyed teaching them, even when doing so created a great deal of pressure on his time; he
counselled them when they needed guidance through difficult problems, and took a keen interest in
student goverance. He will long be remembered for his sense of humour, and his generous nature.

He demonstrated time and time again an awareness of the special needs of teachers in the
Nova Scotia school system. His background included three years as president of the Nova Scotia
Teachers Union, and experience as a teacher and a principal in the school system from 1945 to
1969, when he came to the Nova Scotia Teachers College. While at the Colege he taught practicing
teachers in Continuing Education courses, even for a number of summers taking Nova Scotia
teachers to Engfand to study the British Infant School. His influence on teaching in the province has
indeed been widespread.

But his service to education was not limited to Nova Scotia. He served as president of the
Canadian Teachers Federation and was later chairman of its international relations committee. He
was chairman of the technical-vocational committee of the World Confederation of Organizations of
the Teaching Profession. In 1967 he was Co-chairman of the educational panel for the Common-
wealth Conference on Education, and served as teacher representative for the Canadian National
Commission for UNESCO. He travelled widely in his role as educator, working on projects in Europe,
Africa and the Caribbean.

The Nova Scotia Teachers College mourns the passing of this man whose name was syn-
onymous with education in the province. As the College looks to the future, it has reason to be
grateful for his outstanding contribution to the institution, for he has provided it with a firm foundation
on which to continue its developrnent.
